Topic
Neurodegenerative disorders, such as Parkinson and Huntington disease, pose a serious threat to health and well being of patients and their families. While current therapeutic options are very limited and at best may relieve some of the physical manifestations of these disease, cell-based therapeutic approaches aim to target the cause of the disease and thereby provide a cure. However, evidence for such potential therapeutic benefits is very limited. In progressing from bench to bedside there are several ethical and philosophical issues to be addressed.
